What Is Clerihew Day? 
Clerihew Day in the U.S. celebrates a  
poem style by English novelist and 
humorist Edmund Clerihew Bentley (July 
10, 1875 to March 30, 1956). He created 
his four-line biographical poem when he 
was only 16. 
 

 Sir Humphry Davy 
 Abominated gravy. 
 He lived in the odium 
 Of having discovered sodium. 
 

As with most poetry, the Clerihew is  
defined by a set of rules. It must: 
• Include 4 lines. 
• Contain rhyming couplets of AA/BB 
• Include a person’s name in first line. 
• Say something about that person. 
• Be humorous. 
 

The genre wasn’t limited to Bentley. 
Many wrote & published in this form. 
• A Cluster of Clerihews by Gavin Ewart 
• Excuse My Clerihews by William Hazel 
• The Lost Clerihews of Paul Ingram by 

Paul Ingram (don’t seem lost to me) 
 

Like limericks, poets poke fun at people 
real & imagined. If you can’t laugh at 
yourself & you’re the subject, probably 
better not to read it. If you’re writing 
about someone who can’t take a joke, 
maybe don’t write it. Or, write it about 

not being able to take a joke. It’s harder 
than you think, but I’ll give it a try.
